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“Something that would help
support my learning would
be having more information
about a course online,
especially requiring professors

to put a syllabus on a Web site.
It would be nice to ook on the

teacher’'s Web site and see all

the assignments. That would be

fantastic.”
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“In many ways, technology has
helped the student do less and
less and made the instructor do
more. Spoon-feeding them a
Web-posted, day-to-day course
syllabi can easily hamper the ability
to pursue interesting issues that
spontaneously come up. Too many
students are no longer comfortable
if it isn’t all laid out beforehand in
black and white (better if it’s. flashy).
Not a good formula for effective
education.”
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
